Tuesday, July 27, 2010  

I recall sitting in a music conference 
a few years back where Geron 
Davis shared his story of how God 
inspired him writing the ñHoly 
Groundò.  At the age of 19 the 
church his father pastored was 
finishing building a new sanctuary.  

He tells of his dad making the request to his 19 year old 
son, Geron.  He asked if his song writing son to write a 
new song for the first Sunday service. He responded ñNo,

The Saturday before the buildingôs dedication many were 
busy with finishing touches and Pastor Davis at midnight 
asked Geron if he had that special song for the next dayôs 
service.  Geron responded ñNo, sir. But Iôm fixinô to.ò 
Geron sat down at the churchôs brand new piano and 
asked himself ñWhat do we want to say when we come 
into this place for the first time?ò Within about 15 minutes  
the song was finished. 
I remember him telling us at the conference that he had 
no idea the impact the song would have.  He said, ñ I was 
just a 19 year old kid, dead-tired on my feet.  I was ready 
to go get into bed.ò  Since that moment God has used 
this song to speak to congregations across the world.   
Presidents and celebrities have been moved by its words. 
'As I walked through the door, I sensed his presence 
And I knew this was a place where love abounds 
For this is a temple, Jehovah God abides here 
We are standing in his presence, on holy ground.' 
When you come to that place where Jehovah God abides 
it is holy ground!  FBCWS may we sense God ós 
presence each time we meet!
